-FINISHING PROCESS-

TAKE THE TIME TO DO IT RIGHT!
POLYURETHANE VARNISH:
DAY #1-(After repairing defects, removing visible glue lines, and sanding…)
1. Use air compressor/tack rag to blow/wipe off any excess debris/sawdust.

3. Turn ventilation system on.
4. With a clean rag, cover all surfaces of your project with Danish Oil.
5. Allow oil to soak into wood for 20-30 minutes.
6. Wipe off excess oil with a clean dry rag.


DAY #2

7. Lightly buff surfaces of project with 220grit sand paper.

8. Use air compressor/tack rag to blow/wipe off any excess debris/sawdust.
9. Turn ventilation system on
10. Remove polyurethane lid with screwdriver. Stir. Never shake.
11. Using a clean rag, apply an even coat of polyurethane over all surfaces.

12. Start in center and work your way out (final strokes should go with the grain).
13. Do not let varnish pile up or create runs on your project (using too much).

14. Let dry over night.

DAY #3/FINAL COAT

15. If piling/runs occurred buff them off with steel wool.

16. Use air compressor/tack rag to blow/wipe off any excess debris/sawdust.

17. Repeat steps 8-15 (For a smoother finish use a foam brush to apply final coat). 


DAY #4

18.  Lightly Buff out dust particles with Wet/Dry sandpaper (if necessary).

19. Wipe clean with tack rag.

20. Apply finishing wax to surfaces, then buff off (if desired).
