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How It Works Display Board
Overview: As we begin to work in the shop, it is important to know about the machines we will be working with daily.  Each machine in the shop was designed and built to make woodworking easier.  Imagine a time when there were no woodworking machines and people had to use hand drills, hand planes and hand saws, sounds like a lot of hard work.  So, since we depend on these machines daily, we should understand the history of the machines and how it works.  
Problem: You must select a machine from the list, find out the history of the machine, and find out how it works.  Then you must create a display board and present your information to the class.  
Requirements: The board is to explain how your machine works and the history of the machine; this can be done through pictures, drawings, charts and written information.  

1. A one page report (typed and in your own words) is to be included on the board.  The written paper should include the following:

· Main title

· The inventor

· When it was invented

· A description of how the machine works, including what makes it work, as well as the important parts

· Three references listed in correct form
2. To produce the display board, you should use at least four of the following methods:

· Drawing

3. To get the board, all drawings, pictures, and written information must be complete and you must draw a simple sketch of how the display board will look, this must be turned in as well.  

4. All materials should be kept together so that it can all be turned in at the conclusion of the project.  Your presentation will be given on the day that I present safety of the machine to the class.
