Lesson Plan: Router Special (Dovetail)
Grade: Woods I, II, & III
Anticipatory Set:

Students have been introduced to the router and prior have use the router for creating an edge profile, dado, rabbit, and groove. This is a demonstration in which students will learn another special use for the router rather than creating edge profiles, dados, rabbits, or grooves. Students will learn how to use a dovetail jig and router to create a dovetail joint.

Objectives:

· Students will already know the type of router. (knowledge)
· Students will demonstrate the process of making dovetails. (comprehension)
· Students will exercise the use of the router for dovetails. (application)
· Students will create the dovetail joint using the router and jig. (synthesis)
Input:

I will gather students around one table, in which I will demonstrate how to set up the router and jig for creating a dovetail. This will draw on some prior knowledge of installing router bits and adjusting the router.

Modeling:

I will give the students specific information on the dovetail jig and router. The information will be about how to set up the jig and router.

Check for understanding:

I will ask directed questions.

· What is the first step needed to complete the dovetail?

· What is the correct way to set up the dovetail jig?

· How will you clamp your material into the jig?

· Why is it important to take your time with the router and jig?

Guided Practice:

I will let the students go to work in the lab and let them help one another, while I will help students who may need more help (interpersonal/social).

Individual Practice:

Student will use the technique, when the time is necessary for the individual student on his/her project throughout the year (visual/spatial).

Closure:

I will go over the information that I gave to the students and ask directed questions again.

Evaluation:

There will be no evaluation.
