Making a Silicone Rubber Mold/Candle
Objective: Student will learn the process of mold making using silicone rubber(OOMOO 30). The mold will then be used to cast wax and make a candle.

Materials: OOMOO 30 silicone rubber, object to make mold, mold release, mold container, measuring container, mixing container, stirring stick, dowel, string, tape, wax, wick, protective gloves, scissors, and utility knife
Procedure: 
1. Read information sheet about OOMOO Series/Silicone Rubber.

2. Watch video “Martha Stewart Making Gourd”. This can be found in the student share drive under “Klein” then “Plastics II”.

3. Seal object to be molded. See Mr. Klein.

4. Attach object to be molded to wooden hanger and screw.

5. Measure total volume of object using displacement in milliliters.

6. Mark two cups each with half the total volume.
7. Shake silicone rubber before opening container.

8. Dry cups and pour part A and part B in separate cups.

9. Mix part A and part B together for 3 minutes.

10. Hang object to be molded in container and tape into position.

11. Slowly pour mixed resin into mold.

12. Let mold cure over night.

13. Remove mold from container.

14. Carefully cut side of mold and remove object (see instructor).

15. Poke hole for wick in bottom of mold.

16. Place wick in mold.

17. Place mold back in container.

18.  Heat and pour wax into mold.

19. Let wax sit overnight.

20. Remove candle from mold and trim.

21. Turn in object for mold, mold, candle, and this sheet for grade.
